Continue
until no more dirt can be removed. Do not overwet.

If the tool stops spraying, turn OFF Power Switch and check
cleaning solution level. Refill if needed. Never run dry.

Deep Cleaning Upholstery

Check the manufacturer’s tag before cleaning. “W” or “WS” on
the tag means you can use your Little Green. If tag is coded
with an “S” (with diagonal strike-through), or says “Dry Clean
Only,” do not proceed.

If manufacturer’s tag is missing or not coded, check with your
furniture dealer.

If possible, check upholstery stuffing. Colored stuffing may
bleed through fabric when wet.

When You're Done
